1. University Bioscience
Departments / Schools identify the
best project from their final year
undergraduate research project
modules.

2. After confirming that both the
student and supervisor agree,
Universities submit details of their
nomination(s) on-line to the
Bioscience Horizons Editorial
Board by July 7*" 2008.

3. The Editorial Board selects
articles for publishing and contacts
the author (student) by 31st July
2008 with the Author Licence and
guidance for rewriting the report to
a standard format.

4. Universities submit the rewritten
paper and Author Licence to the
Editorial Board by 30th September
2008 for external review.

5. Students notified of reviewers
comments by end of Dec 08.

6. Final revised papers submitted by
early Jan 08.

Volume 4 end of May 2009.
